For the comments of the Hazards breakout group thoughts on possible interaction with Health:

Volcanic ash and gases, both while in the air and after it falls to the ground, can be hazardous to human health.

"Space weather" - magnetic storms can be hazardous to human health by allowing greater exposure to astronauts and maybe airline crews

Earthquakes and other natural hazards can produce significant human health hazards through the release of toxins and particulates by building collapse and other secondary effects.

A rapid response team of USGS personnel specializing in environmental impacts  to human health should be included in USGS Hazards rapid response teams and response plans.
